HEPATITIS AWARENESS MONTH: WHAT HOMELESSNESS ASSISTANCE 

PROVIDERS NEED TO KNOW 
Hepatitis C is the most common blood borne infection in the U.S. with an estimated 2.7-3.9 
million people chronically infected. Although the extent of hepatitis C infection among 
homeless populations remains largely unknown, studies done in the Los Angeles area 
revealed rates of infection ranging from 22 percent – 31 percent. Rates of hepatitis C 
among the homeless population overall are believed to be high compared to the U.S. 
general population in which the prevalence is estimated to be 1.9 percent. 
 
Risk factors among the study participants included injection drug use, non-injection drug use, 
unprotected sex with multiple partners, and histories of mental illness and incarceration, which 
are also important considerations in evaluating hepatitis C infection risk. Although there is no 
vaccine to prevent hepatitis C, there are treatments that can eliminate the virus and greatly 
reduce liver disease, liver transplantation and deaths related to chronic hepatitis C. People at 
risk for hepatitis C should be tested and linked into care for their chronic condition and should 
be evaluated for hepatitis C treatment. Education and risk reduction counseling can also reduce 
the chance of people being exposed to hepatitis C which is primarily spread through contact 
with infected blood. Learn more about hepatitis C and other types of viral hepatitis by 
downloading the ABCs of Viral Hepatitis fact sheet: ABCs of Viral Hepatitis fact sheet.

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FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH IN SANTA ROSA COUNTY 
ENCOURAGES HAND WASHING TO PREVENT THE SPREAD OF 

GASTROINTESTINAL ILLNESS 
Following recent reports of Norovirus in Santa Rosa County school children, health officials 
would like to remind everyone that good hand washing is one of the best ways to avoid 
spreading Norovirus and other gastrointestinal illnesses. 
 
"In light of the increase in gastrointestinal illnesses in Escambia, we want to encourage 
everyone to take precautions to try to avoid becoming infected.  We are seeing some illness in 
our schools, but it's sporadic, so we're concerned but not alarmed," said Mary Beverly, 
epidemiologist with the Florida Department of Health in Santa Rosa County.     
 
Norovirus is just one of a group of viruses that cause illnesses commonly referred to as 
"stomach flu".  Symptoms include: 

 Nausea  

 Vomiting  

 Diarrhea  

 Low-grade fever  

 Chills  

 Headache  

 Muscle aches  

 Fatigue   
 
The illness is highly contagious and typically lasts one to two days.  The virus can be especially 
serious in very young children and older adults and spreads quickly in closed places like 
daycare centers, nursing homes, schools, and cruise ships.  It is spread when a person eats or 
drinks something contaminated with the virus, touches surfaces that are contaminated with the 
virus and then touches the mouth or face, or has direct contact with someone who is ill.         
 
Since hand sanitizer is not effective against Norovirus, the best way to prevent the spread of the 
disease is by thoroughly washing hands with soap and warm water, especially before eating or 
preparing food, and after using the bathroom or changing diapers.  The Centers for Disease 
Control (CDC) also recommends: 

 Washing fresh fruits and vegetables thoroughly before preparation  

 Avoiding eating undercooked or raw shellfish, such as oysters  

 Cleaning surfaces that may be contaminated with Norovirus with a bleach solution of 5 - 
25 tablespoons of household bleach to one gallon of water.   

 
Norovirus is not a new disease, and there is no specific treatment.  Antibiotics are not effective 
since the illness is a virus, not a bacterial infection.  Those with symptoms should remain at 
home until symptom free for at least 24 hours without the aid of symptom reducing medications, 
except to see their health care provider, and drink plenty of liquids that do not contain caffeine 
or alcohol.  In most cases people will recover without having to see a doctor.  However, you 
may want to see your health care provider If symptoms are particularly severe, or last more than 
a couple of days.

Use of barricades policy: Free to parades and other events in Santa Rosa County that are 
sponsored by a chambers or government entities (Christmas parades, Mardi Gras, 4th of July 
etc…) or non profits, that are hosting events that are free and open to the public. The user is 
responsible for transportation of barricades, AND banners advertizing sponsors MUST be put 
on barricades. Others wanting to use the barricades must provide transportation and rent 
barricades at a cost of $5 per barricade. Additional fees may be applicable if barricades are not 
returned within 7 days of pick up/delivery. Barricades will cost $8 each if delivery is required.  
Average rental price for barricades is $9-$13 each through other vendors.  SAFER barricades 
are a bargain.
