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~ Local growers encouraged to participate in nutrition program~
The Florida Department of Health in Santa Rosa County WIC program is seeking local farmers
to participate in the USDA annual Farmer’s Market Nutrition Program scheduled Tuesdays and
Thursdays from 7:30 a.m. to 1:00 p.m., May 2 through July 30, 2013, in the parking lot of the
Florida Department of Health in Santa Rosa County Milton location at 5527 Stewart Street. .
Last year, more than 650 WIC participants and consumers took advantage of the Farmer’s
Market program, which helped raise awareness and revenues for local producers.
The program is an excellent way for local growers to reach additional customers.
“This program benefits farmers by expanding the base of consumers who shop at community
farmers' markets,” said Carl Penn, Division Representative with the Florida Department of
Agriculture and Consumer Services. “It also benefits consumers who can easily purchase locally
grown fresh produce.”
Fresh fruits and vegetables are important to good health and the number of customers seeking
a convenient way to buy fresh produce is growing. The program is seeking additional vendors to
meet the anticipated growth in consumer participation.
“This year, we’re expecting an even larger turnout,” said Dede Barrett, with the Florida
Department of Health WIC program. “There is no cost to participate and our staff can help new
vendors with the easy registration process,” Barrett said.

The Special Supplemental Nutrition Program for Women, Infants and Children, popularly known
as WIC, provides supplemental foods, health care referrals and nutrition education at no cost to
low-income pregnant, breastfeeding and non-breastfeeding post-partum women, and to infants
and children up to 5 years of age, who are found to be at nutritional risk.

DURING NATIONAL PUBLIC HEALTH WEEK
The Florida Department of Health (DOH) and the Agency for Health Care Administration
(AHCA) welcome National Public Health Week (NPHW) as an opportunity for Floridians to adopt
healthy behaviors that make for better health. This year's NPHW theme, Public Health is ROI:
Save Lives, Save Money, recognizes the lives saved and costs avoided because of disease and
injury prevention through robust public health systems.

“Making healthy choices consistently is an investment for life,” said State Surgeon General and
Secretary of Health Dr. John Armstrong. “By working together for health in our communities, we
can make Florida the healthiest state in the nation.”

“Attaining good health is everyone’s responsibility, and the Agency proudly celebrates National
Public Health Week in recognition of the continual efforts to promote healthy individuals, families
and communities,” said AHCA Secretary Liz Dudek.

Working for better health in the present can help to eliminate costly charges for individuals,
families, and the community in the future. For instance, raising birth weight by half a pound can
reduce medical costs for an infant by $28,000. For every dollar invested in water fluoridation,
$38 can be saved in dental treatment costs. A reduction in the number of smokers in Florida
since 2007 has helped the state save more than $4.2 billion in personal health care costs.
Lowering Floridians’ body mass index (BMI) by just five percent could save over $12 billion by
2020.

From newborn screening to senior falls prevention, public health has an impact for every
Floridian at every stage of life. Seemingly small steps, such as getting the seasonal flu shot,
having an annual check-up, and engaging in regular physical activity, will help Floridians to
enjoy more birthdays and live healthier.

During NPHW, April 1 through 7, join in advocating for good health and celebrate the public
health system that helps to make Florida the healthier place to live, work, and play.

Starting Early: Financial Preparation for Disasters and Emergencies

Do you have your finances ready in case a disaster strikes your family, community or business?
Starting early to protect your finances is an important step in all financial elements of your life;

preparing for emergencies is no different. FEMA has been working with its federal partners and
whole community organizations to bring you new and revamped tools to be financially prepared.

FEMA, the Ready Campaign, the U.S. Department of Agriculture, the Consumer Financial
Protection Bureau and Operation Hope are collaborating to bring you a free webinar on financial
preparedness for disasters and emergencies. This is one of many efforts happening to support
“Financial Capability Month” in April and promote American’s starting early in financial literacy.

This webinar will focus on local tools, services and assistance available to individuals, faith-
based and community based leaders, private sector organizations and emergency managers.

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NATIONAL INFANT IMMUNIZATION WEEK 1S APRIL 20-27
National Infant Immunization Week (NIIW) is an annual observance to highlight the importance
of protecting infants from vaccine-preventable diseases and to celebrate the achievements of
immunization programs in promoting healthy communities throughout the United States.

During the last week in April, hundreds of communities across the United States will join those
in countries around the world to celebrate the critical role vaccination plays in protecting our
children, communities, and public health. NIIW will be celebrated this year simultaneously with
World Immunization Week, an initiative of the World Health Organization.

Immunization is a shared responsibility. Families, healthcare professionals, and public health
officials must work together to help protect the entire community.

Young children rely on the champions in their lives to keep them safe and healthy. Those
champions may be parents who keep a record of their child’s vaccinations and ask at each
doctor appointment whether their child is up-to-date on immunizations. And, those champions
may also be doctors, nurses, physician assistants, and other healthcare professionals who
share scientifically-accurate, up-to-date information about vaccines with parents.

Because of the success of vaccines in preventing disease, parents may not have heard of some
of today’s vaccines or the serious diseases they prevent. These diseases can be especially
serious for infants and young children. That is why it is important to promote the recommended
immunization schedule to protect infants and children by providing immunity early in life, before
they are exposed to potentially life-threatening diseases. One example of the seriousness of
vaccine-preventable diseases is the increase in whooping cough (pertussis) cases or outbreaks
that have been reported in a majority of states during 2012. Preliminary data from CDC reports
more than 41,000 cases of whooping cough (pertussis) in the US, including 18 deaths, the
highest number of pertussis cases in any one year in the US since 1955. Most of these deaths
were in children younger than 1 year old. Provisional data indicates Florida had 577 confirmed
and probable cases of pertussis in 2012. Santa Rosa County reported two confirmed cases of
pertussis in 2012.

Immunizations are available at the Florida Department of Health in Santa Rosa County at no
charge for uninsured children through the age of 18.

Use of barricades policy: Free to parades and other events in Santa Rosa County that are
sponsored by a chambers or government entities (Christmas parades, Mardi Gras, 4™ of July
etc...) or non profits, that are hosting events that are free and open to the public. The user is
responsible for transportation of barricades, AND banners advertizing sponsors MUST be put
on barricades. Others wanting to use the barricades must provide transportation and rent
barricades at a cost of $5 per barricade. Additional fees may be applicable if barricades are not
returned within 7 days of pick up/delivery. Barricades will cost $8 each if delivery is required.
Average rental price for barricades is $9-$13 each through other vendors. SAFER barricades
are a bargain.
