5. Provide an executive summary/description of this property that includes a brief description of the resources,
uses and proposed uses, outstanding features etc.

The Bagdad Mill Site is located adjacent to the historic Village of Bagdad (a designated Waterfronts Florida
Partnership Community) in Santa Rosa County at the confluence of Pond Creek and Blackwater River, just
north of Blackwater Bay. The Blackwater River (an Outstanding Florida Water) passes through Blackwater
River State Park. The site is South of Milton and North of Interstate 10. The Village of Bagdad is the only
county-zoned historic district in Santa Rosa County, and it is listed on the National Register of Historic Places.
Bagdad is only 0.9 miles from the National Register Historic District of Downtown Milton, which is a city-zoned
historic district. Although no significant historical features remain on the property, the site is historically
significant to Santa Rosa County.

From 1835 to 1939, the property was the site of the Bagdad saw mill which operated under various owners.
Included on the site were different types of saw and planning mills, sash and door factories, grist mills and a
furniture factory. After these enterprises ceased operation in 1939, the site was used to manufacture pre-
stressed concrete products and finally asphalt paving material until it closed. As a result, the property was left
as a heavily impacted brownfield with no remaining entirely natural habitat within its metes and bounds.

In 2000, the site was donated to the State of Florida Board of Trustees for the Internal Improvement Fund with
the intention that the site would be used as a public park. The County has a sublease with the Office of
Greenways and Trails for this site under sublease number 4470-01 through July 26, 2054 for overall
management and development of the site as a passive park. The existing land use is Park-
Conservation/Recreation and the current zoning description is Active Park District. The park was rezoned from
a passive district to an active district in 2011 to accommodate plans for active park elements, such as the multi-
purpose trail. No changes to the zoning or future land use map are being considered. The park is considered to
be a community passive park offering large green open space and natural resources for the public to enjoy.

Since 2005, extensive site preparation work has been completed to remove several dilapidated structures on
the property as well as large quantities of concrete and rebar that had been buried below ground. A 2010-2011
Coastal Partnership Initiative Grant (CM117) funded the design and permitting phase for the park. Public input
was paramount throughout the design phase, and to the extent practical, stakeholder input was incorporated
into the final design. Additionally, grant funding from 2012-2013 Coastal Partnership Initiative Grant (CM 304)
provided for the construction of a fishing pier. A combination of additional grant funds and local government
contributions and private donations were used for the construction of amenities such as a walking trail and
kayak launch, as well as electrical, water, and irrigation infrastructure. The grand opening of the park was May
16, 2016.

9. Provide a physical description of the land including a quantitative data description of the land which includes
an inventory of forest and other natural resource, exotic and invasive plants, hydrologic features, infrastructure
including recreational facilities, and other significant land, cultural or historical features.

The approximate 18-acre irregularly shaped property is located at the southwest corner of the confluence of
the Blackwater River and Pond Creek. Access to the park is via Main St. The property is bordered on the west
boundary by Forsyth St, Magnolia Blossom Trail and private properties. The southern property lien is bordered
by private lot, Thompson Street and Cross Street. Blackwater River borders the eastern property line. The
northern property line is bordered by Pond Creek.

Although no significant historical features remain, there is a concrete saw mill foundation located at the junction
with Pond Creek. A retaining wall extends along the north and east boundary of the park along the water.
Approximately three acres of developing tidal freshwater swamp (including an island about 50 ft. wide and 300
ft. long) is located along the northeast retaining wall and between Pond Creek.

Currently, on the southeast end of the park there is a kayak launch, parking area, and potable water. There is
a trail boardwalk over wetland area which leads to the main park area. The main park area is a large open,
grassed area with a paved walking trail around the perimeter. There is a handicapped accessible fishing pier
located on the Blackwater River and the eastern portion of the park. There is a main parking area near the
entrance. As of December 2016 the following structures and improvements have been completed:

Multi-purpose trail loop and connector paths, a handicap accessible fishing pier, picnic areas, educational
exhibits highlighting the site’s history, ecology and culture, benches, bike racks, and water fountain, retention
ponds, landscaping including grass amphitheater seating, grassing and irrigation, lighting and utility installation,
kayak launch and parking area, miscellaneous site preparation and construction of main parking lot. Property
fencing has been installed along the western boundary of the park.




10. A brief description of soil types, attaching USDA maps when available.

The site soil characteristics are 97% Bibb-Kinston. Of the 97% the association with Bibb and similar soils
comprising 50%, Kinston and similar soils comprising 25%, and minor components comprising 25%.
Characteristics of Bibb being poorly drained, a very high runoff class, and depth to water table about 6 to 18

inches. Characteristics of Kinston being poorly drained, a high runoff class, and depth to water table about 0
to 12 inches.

11. Is the property adjacent to an aquatic preserve or designated area of critical state concern? YES

If YES, please identify:

The property is not located within an Aquatic Preserve or a designated Area of Critical State Concern; however,
it does border on its eastern side the Blackwater River, which has been designated a "Special Water" and an
"Outstanding Florida Water." Pond Creek, a Class Ill Florida Water, borders the property to the north and a
100 foot portion of the creek including a small island is within the legal description of the property. The creek,
which gets its name from its use as the log pond for the Bagdad Saw Mill, joins the Blackwater River at the
northeast corner of the property where the historic mill foundation still exists. Bordering this section of the
creek are approximately three acres of developing tidal freshwater river swamp.

12. Was the property acquired by a conservation land acquisition program? If YES, please identify.

The property was acquired by the Board of Trustees of the Internal Improvement Trust Fund in 2000. A direct
lease between the Trustees and the Office of Greenways and Trails was signed July 27, 2004 under lease 4470.
The county has a sublease with the Office of Greenways and Trails State of Florida under sublease number
4470-01. The term of the lease ends on July 26, 2054. A cancellation of and assignment of sublease was
completed November 19, 2015, replacing lease #4470 between the Trustees and OGT. Sublease 4470-01 is

now the direct lease between the Office of Greenways and Trails and Santa Rosa County under new lease No.
4769.

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B. Natural and Cultural Resources

15. Are there any archeological or historical sites on this property? @ NO
If YES,

A) How do you plan to locate, protect and preserve these resources?

Industrial activity on the site after the closing of the sawmill in 1939 destroyed any archaeological
resources except for a portion of the massive brick and concrete foundation of the steam-powered gang
mill constructed after the Civil War. Phase | Cultural Resource Assessment Surveys were conducted on the
property in 2010 and no evidence of intact archaeological resources was found and the Division of
Historical Resources gave approval for park development could occur.

The foundation contains impressions of the motor mounts for the steam engines that operated the gang
mill. The foundation is located behind a split rail fence, thus protecting it from public misuse. Future plans
for the park could include restoration of the gang mill in coordination with University of West Florida
historical experts.

B) Please describe the actions the agency plans to take to locate and identify unknown resources such as surveys
of unknown archeological or historical sites.

Based on recommendations from the Division of Historical Resources, Santa Rosa County contracted with
the Archaeology Institute at the University of West Florida, to conduct a Phase | Cultural Resources
Assessment Survey (CRAS) of the Bagdad Mill Site to locate and assess the significance of any cultural
properties and to provide cultural resource management recommendations for all archaeological or
historical resources encountered during field work. A copy of their final report was forwarded to the
Division on or around June 16, 2010.

Additionally, in 2012 the University of West Florida, through the auspices of the Archaeology Institute,
conducted an underwater reconnaissance-level cultural resources survey for the proposed pier
construction area at the park. The University conducted an underwater archaeological survey of the
project area to search for and identify the remains of wharves, ships, buildings, and other activities
associated with the historic use of Santa Rosa County's maritime industries. Findings were included in the
fishing pier construction permit approval as applicable.

17. Please identify natural resources on the property that are listed in the Florida Natural Areas Inventory.

The report issued June 1, 2016 from the Florida Natural Areas Inventory indicates a federally listed species,
Acipenser oxyrinchus desotoi (Gulf Sturgeon) are present on or near this site. Three Gulf Sturgeon were collected
in the Blackwater River during a Florida Game and Fresh Water Fish Commission (FGFC) striped bass netting
project in March 1991.

In addition to documented occurrences, other rare species and natural communities may be identified on or near
the site based on habitat models and species range models. Biodiversity Matrix Report is included as Appendix
6.

19. Please identify the water resources including swamps, marshes or other wetlands, on the property including
the water quality classification for each water body and if the water body has been designated “Outstanding
Florida Waters”.

For 150 years prior to 1939 this site was almost completely cleared of vegetation and heavily impacted by
industrial activity associated with one of the largest sawmills in the United States. The shoreline was filled by
dredging sand from the creek and river to facilitate operation of steamboats, steam tugs and lumber barges. Many
mill buildings were built on pilings over low land and the water.

About three acres bordering Pond Creek, which includes filled land, has gradually returned to a somewhat natural
condition as a freshwater tidal swamp. Historically this area was used as the site for Bagdad's water powered grist
mill, railroad equipment sheds and lumber drying sheds. It was also subjected to filling and stormwater discharge
by subsequent owners. The area is now covered by a developing forest of water and laurel oaks and magnolia,
willow, bay, sweet gum, black gum, Atlantic white cedar and cypress trees. Some of that vegetation was planted
as mitigation by a previous owner of the site. The re-vegetating shoreline is a favored habitat for beavers, which
are active at sundown.

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Bordering this wetland and surrounding the island there is a zone of emergent vegetation and submerged
grasses (including Ruppia maritima and Vallesneria americana) extending into the Blackwater River and south in
a patchy pattern along the river frontage. A goal of the county and CSO partnership will be to survey and map
the extent of both types of vegetation (on the whole town of Bagdad Waterfront) and develop plans for
protection and expansion of what presently exists.

C. Use of the Property

22. Please provide a statement of the purpose for which the lands were acquired, the projected use or uses as
defined in Chapter 253.034, Florida Statutes, and the statutory authority you have for such uses.

In 2000, the approximately 21-acre mill site was donated to the State of Florida Board of Trustees for the Internal
Improvement Fund in conjunction with an application to develop the Ichetucknee Trace Limerock Mines in
another county. Public records at the time included a statement that the donated property was to be used as a
public park. As defined by Chapter 253.034, Florida Statues the site will have multiple uses as conservation and
protection of natural resources and resource-based public outdoor recreation and education. All lands will be
used for the original purpose for which there were acquired and leased. No alternative uses of the property
other than those stated above have been considered by the County. No properties should be declared surplus.

23. Please state the desired outcome for this property, and key management activities necessary to achieve the
desired outcome, including public access.

The uses of this passive park are all in keeping with the concept of protecting natural and historic resources,
especially those peripheral to the park in Pond Creek and the Blackwater River and comply with the State Lands
Management Plan adopted by the trustees on March 17, 1981. The park will be managed by Santa Rosa County
with the aid of the Bagdad Waterfronts Organization a local Citizen Support Organization (CSO). An agreement
between Santa Rosa County and this CSO is currently under development. The park will be open, dawn to dusk,
free of charge to serve as a portal for resource-based public outdoor recreation on Pond Creek and the
Blackwater River.

24. Please state the single or multiple uses currently made of the property and if the property is single use, please
provide an analysis of its potential for multiple-use.

Singluse/s is/are:

The multiple uses of the passive park are for outdoor recreation. The partially shaded, grassy meadow, will
encourage individuals and families to use the site and included trails and enjoy the river view. It will also provide
a broad venue for public activities including outdoor cultural events. The ADA constructed fishing pier will allow
public fishing access to the Blackwater River. The Kayak launch and parking lot will allow resource-based
outdoor recreation on Pond Creek and the Blackwater River. The installation of the multi-purpose path,
boardwalk, bike racks and historical interpretive signage will allow hiking, biking, bird watching and
archaeological interpretation of the site.

26. Please provide an analysis of the potential use of private land managers to facilitate the restoration or
management of these lands.

No restoration or management of this property will be done by private land managers.

27. Please provide an analysis of the potential of the property to generate revenues to enhance the management
of the property.

As with other county facilities, there is a potential of the property to generate revenues in the form of rental
reservations for use of buildings or other amenities. Revenues would be used to offset the utility and repair and
maintenance costs would be in the capacity of fund raisers for the CSO and the county to support future
additional phases proposed in management plan.

28. Describe the projected, current and recent past uses of the property, and any unauthorized uses, if known.

The most recent previous use of the property was the manufacture of asphalt road paving material. Crushed
rock (aggregate) was barged on the Blackwater River to the site, offloaded and stored in mountainous piles
along the riverbank. In addition, a rock crusher was used to pulverize concrete from roads and bridges into
particulate material to be incorporated in the paving material. Materials to supply the rock crusher were stored
on the site. Liquid asphalt was trucked to the site and stored in heated tanks prior to use in a massive asphalt
batch plant. Chipped automobile tires were melted by heaters to produce liquid rubber to be incorporated into
the paving mix. There were fuel, paint, drum and equipment storage facilities and repair facilities for the
equipment and vehicles. The concrete building, constructed on the site by a pre-stressed concrete company,
was converted into offices, machine shops, storage facilities and restrooms with showers for employees.

Considerable controversy was generated during the years the asphalt plant was operating. At issue was whether
or not appropriate permits were held and whether or not industrial wastewater and particulate materials from
the above mentioned activities were entering the air and/or surrounding surface water in particular the
Blackwater River, an Outstanding Florida Water. That controversy eventually lead to the construction of a
stormwater retention pond, directing discharge into Pond Creek only a few hundred feet from the Blackwater
River, and a stormwater retention pond on the bank of the Blackwater River having no direct discharge. Before
the controversy was resolved, the property was donated to the state to be used as a park.

It was just prior to the donation that a large portion of the property was covered with several feet of earth, most
excavated during the construction of stormwater detention ponds managing runoff from Highway 89 in Milton,
which buried the concrete foundations used in the manufacture of pre-stressed products and the debris of
almost all previous industrial activity.

The current use of the property is a community passive park. Santa Rosa County opened the park to the public
in May, 2016 after several years of site rehabilitation and development. The property can also accommodate
large public events such as festivals. The projected, long term use of the property is to remain as a community
passive park.

32. Please describe what public uses and public access that would be consistent with the purpose for which this
property was acquired.

The public can access the park during daylight hours, which are typical operating hours of Santa Rosa County.
There is no fee to access the park. The uses of the property are for conservation and protection of natural and
historic resources and resource-based public outdoor recreation and education which are consistent with the
purpose for which this property was acquired.

D. Management Activities

33. If more than one agency manages this property, describe the management responsibilities of each agency and
how such responsibilities will be coordinated.

The property will be managed by Santa Rosa County with the aid of the designated CSO, Bagdad Waterfronts
Partnership, Inc. An agreement between this CSO and the county is currently under development. The county
is responsible for general operations and maintenance of the park at this time. The partnership will continue
to raise funds for future recreational activities that have been identified in the planning and design phase but
not yet constructed.

34. Please discuss management needs and problems on the property including conservation of soil and water
resources and control and prevention of soil erosion and water and soil contamination.

A Coastal Partnership Initiative Grant was awarded to Santa Rosa County for construction of a permanent
restroom with construction completion anticipated in mid-2017. An Urban and Community Forestry Grant was
awarded to the county for a tree planting project at the site. Ten native species of trees will be planted
throughout the site beginning in the December 2016 which will contribute to the control and prevention of soil
erosion and water and soil contamination. All previous needs and problems with respect to any contamination
of water and soil that were noted in the preceding land management plan because of previous industrial owners
of this site have been remedied. Appendix 10

35. Identify adjacent land uses that will conflict with the planned use of this property, if any.

No adjacent land uses conflict with the use of this property. Private property to the west includes two
residences, one a significant historic structure originally to residence of the owner of the original antebellum
sawmill. One lot on the west side at the intersection of Forsyth and Main streets is zoned highway commercial
and presently undeveloped. However, commercial development of this lot with a use inconsistent with passive
recreational use of the Bagdad Mill Site Park has the potential to conflict with the planned use of the property
in the future. Appendix 7
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36. Please describe measures used to prevent/control invasive, non-native plants.

Removal of exotic plants with the exception of cogon grass, Imperata cylindrica, was completed in Phase | of
site preparation and amenities construction. The cogon grass established on the fill in the southeast corner
(0.01 acre) has been treated with an appropriate herbicide each fall and retreated as necessary until the
exotics are eliminated.

37. Was there any public or local government involvement / participation in the development of this plan?

The original management plan was developed with significant input from the public and local government.
Public input into the design and development of this property has been an ongoing process since Santa Rosa
County was conveyed title to the land in 2000. Properties less than 160 acres do not require an advisory group,
as referenced in Chapter 259.032, P. 5. The plan that precedes this plan approved in May 3, 2006 was prepared
with the cooperation of Santa Rosa County and the Blackwater River Foundation, Inc., a private, nonprofit
organization. The Bagdad Waterfronts Florida Partnership, Inc. (Partnership) is a 501c (3) nonprofit corporation
founded in 2007 with the primary purpose of serving as a catalyst for neighborhood revitalization throughout
the village of Bagdad, Florida. The partnership has replaced the Blackwater River Foundation Inc. as the primary
CSO partnering with Santa Rosa County for the management of the Bagdad Mill Site. An agreement between
Santa Rosa County and the Bagdad Waterfronts Florida Partnership concerning the Bagdad Mill Site and its
public and community involvement is currently under development.

The Bagdad Mill Site is located within Santa Rosa County mosquito control area number seven as depicted in
Exhibit 9. During months with temperatures reaching below 60 degrees F no mosquito truck fogging occurs.
During months when the temperature reaches above 60 degrees F the criteria is set for mosquito truck fogging
to occur where the Santa Rosa County mosquito control department receives the highest number of mosquito
nuisance complaints. During the warmer months when truck fogging occurs mosquito traps are also set
throughout the county and checked often to identify areas that have the highest number of mosquitoes so that
those areas are prioritized for truck fogging. In addition to, temperature, trapping and complaints; winds and
rainfall dictate when and where an active mosquito truck fogging schedule is taking place. Year round the
mosquito control department places 150 day larvacide bricks into county ditches, parks and stormwater ponds;
in addition to, using the mosquito eating fish (Gambusia sp.) in these areas of standing water.
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An Urban and Community Forestry Grant was awarded to the county for a tree planting and demonstration project on the property.
147 trees, of ten native species, will be planted throughout the property in December 2016.
