WATCH:

Flood Watch vs. Flood Warning

The expectation 
of a �ood event 

has increased, but 
its occurrence, 
location, and 

timing are still 
uncertain.

Flood Safety Tips
Monitor your NOAA Weather Radio 
for current and forecasted conditions

Know your evacuation routes before 
�ooding occurs to ensure your safety. 

Be especially cautious at night when it 
is harder to recognize �ood dangers.
